G.S.R. 898(E).—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 47 of the Metro Railways
(Operation and Maintenance) Act, 2002 (60 of 2002), the Central Government hereby makes the following
rules, namely:—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Metro Railways (Notice of
Accidents and Inquiries) Rules, 2014.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.
2. Definitions. - (1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires, —
(a) "Act" means the Metro Railways (Operation and Maintenance) Act, 2002 (60 of 2002);

(b) “Commissioner” means the Commissioner of Metro Railway Safety appointed under
section 7 of the Act;

(¢) "Form" means a form appended to these rules;
(d) “Passenger" means a person travelling on the metro railway with a valid ticket or pass;

(e) “Central Government” in relation to technical planning and safety of metro railways means
the Ministry of the Government of India dealing with Railways.

) All other words and expressions used in these rules and not defined, but defined in the Act
or the Metro Railways General Rules, 2013 shall have the same meaning as respectively assigned to
them in that Act or rules.

3. Notice of accident.—(1) A notice of metro railways accident under section 38 of the Act shall
be given without delay by the metro railway official in charge of the section of the metro railway to the
following authorities in Form I, namely:-

i. the Commissioner of Metro Railway Safety concerned;
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ii. the Ministry of Railways;

iii. the Ministry of Urban Development;

iv. the State Government concerned ;

v. the Deputy Commissioner or the District Collector, as the case may be;

vi. the Deputy Commissioner of Police, within whose jurisdiction the accident has occurred;

vii. the Officer in-Charge of the police station within local limits of which the accident has
occurred; and

viii.such other Magistrate or police officer as may be appointed in this behalf by the Central
Government.

(2) A notice of accident under sub-rule (1) shall be sent without delay by email or telefax or
telephone or through a special messenger or such other means as may be available.

4. Facility for reaching the site of the accident.—Whenever any accident has occurred in the
course of working of the metro railway, the metro railway administration shall extend all reasonable
assistance to (a) the Deputy Commissioner or the District Collector, as the case may be, (b) the Deputy
Commissioner of Police, (c) the Magistrate appointed under section 38 of the Act, (d) the Commission of
Inquiry appointed under the Commissions of Inquiry Act, 1952 (60 of 1952) or any other authority to whom
the provisions of the said Commissions of Inquiry Act have been made applicable, (e) the Commissioner, (f)
the Medical Officers, (g) the Police or (h) any other person concerned to reach the site of the accident
promptly and to make inquiry into the cause of the accident and obtain necessary evidence thereon.

5. Inquiry of accidents by the Commissioner.—(1) The Commissioner shall be bound to hold
inquiry into the accidents which result in death or total or partial disablement of permanent nature to a
passenger.

(2) The Commissioner shall also hold inquiry in any accident involving non-revenue train or
accident relief train or tower wagon or departmental train carrying metro railway officials resulting
in death or grievous hurt to such officials.

(3) The Commissioner may, if he considers necessary, inquire into the accidents resulting in the
death or grievous hurt to a metro railway official or to any other person holding a valid pass or ticket
but travelling outside the rolling stock including on the roof or buffers of the metro railway or is run
over on the metro railway track.

6. Notice of Inquiry and attendance.—(1) The Commissioner or the metro railway administration
shall cause notice of inquiry to be given to such metro railway official whose evidence is necessary
informing the date, time and place of such inquiry.

(2) The metro railway administration shall arrange for the attendance of metro railway officials at
the place of inquiry whose evidence is necessary for such period as may be necessary.

(3) The metro railway administration shall also cause notice of the date, time and place at which the
inquiry shall be held to such other persons including passengers and eyewitnesses who are willing to
give evidence during the inquiry.

7. Procedure for inquiry into accident by the Commissioner.—(1) The Commissioner shall, as
soon as may be, after receiving notice under rule 3, notify the metro railway administration of his intention
to hold inquiry and communicate the date, time and place of such inquiry.

(2) The Commissioner shall inform the Chief Secretary of the State Government, the Deputy
Commissioner or the District Collector and the concerned Commissioner of Police or the
Superintendent of Police, as the case may be, the date, time and place of inquiry.

(3) The Deputy Commissioner or the District Collector and the Commissioner of Police or
Superintendent of Police, as the case may be, shall, as far as possible, personally attend the inquiry
conducted by the Commissioner and where not possible, depute a senior officer to represent him at
such inquiry.
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(4) On completion of the inquiry, the Commissioner shall submit to the metro railway
administration and the Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety, a preliminary report on the
immediate cause of accident, whether it was due to system failure or human failure, without making
any reference to the persons responsible for the same.

(5) The Commissioner shall, as soon as possible, submit a detailed report as specified in
sub-rule (6) to the Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety and shall forward copies of this report
to—

(i) the Metro Railway Administration;
(i1) the Government of India in the Ministries of Urban Development and Railways;
(ii1) the State Government concerned;

Provided that where the Commissioner finds that such accident was caused by sabotage or train
wrecking, he shall also forward a copy of his report to the Director, Intelligence Bureau, Ministry of
Home Affairs in the Government of India and the Commissioner of Police concerned.

(6) The detailed report to be submitted by the Commissioner under sub-rule (5) shall be confidential
and shall contain the following particulars, namely:—

(a) brief description of the accident;

(b) description of the locality of the accident;

(c) detailed statement of the evidence taken;

(d) the conclusions arrived at together with a note of dissent, if any;
(e) reasons for the conclusion arrived at;

(f) the nature and extent of the damage done;

(g) asketch or photograph illustrative of the accident, if necessary;
(h) the number of metro railway employees killed or injured;

(i) the number of passengers killed or injured,;

(j)  whether it has been a system failure or failure of an individual;

(k) an appendix containing extracts of the rules violated by the staff responsible for the
accidents; and

(I) remedial actions proposed.

8. Publication of report by the Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety.—(1) After receiving the
detailed report under sub-rule (5) of rule 7, the Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety shall, after taking
approval of the Ministry of Urban Development and the Ministry of Railways in the Government of India,
cause publication of the report.

(2) Where the Ministry of Urban Development has any reservations on publication of the report, the
Chief Commissioner of Railway Safety shall not cause publication of the report until the matter is
finally decided by the Ministry of Civil Aviation.

9. Inquiry into accidents by the Metro Railway Administration.—(1) If for any reason, the
Commissioner is unable to hold an inquiry into an accident at an early date after the occurrence of such an
accident, he shall inform the metro railway administration the reason as to why the inquiry cannot be held by
him and thereafter the metro railway administration shall cause an inquiry to be held in accordance with the
procedure specified in rule 10.

(2) Where, in the course of working of metro railway, any accident, excluding the nature of
accidents specified in sub-rules (1) & (2) of rule 5, occurs either on account of breach of rules or due
to technical/human failure, the metro railway administration shall cause an inquiry to be held into
such accident in accordance with the procedure specified in rule 10.
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10. Procedure for inquiry by the Metro Railway Administration.—(1) On receipt of information
from the Commissioner under sub-rule (1) of rule 9 or where an accident of the nature specified in
sub-rule (2) thereof occurs, the metro railway administration shall cause either a joint inquiry or a
departmental inquiry to be held for thorough investigation of the causes which led to such accident.

(2) The metro railway administration concerned shall constitute a Committee of Metro Railway
Officers for holding a joint inquiry and give necessary orders/instructions to that Committee.

(3) Where any department of the metro railway administration concerned is found responsible for
the accident or it accepts the responsibility for such accident, the metro railway administration shall
cause a Departmental Inquiry to be held and shall give necessary orders/instructions to the Head of
the Department responsible for such accident to adopt and suggest such measures as may be
necessary to prevent recurrence of such accidents.

(4) Before initiating a joint inquiry or departmental inquiry, as the case may be, the office-in-charge
of the metro railway administration shall cause a notice to be given informing the date, place and
time of the inquiry to the following officers, namely:-

(a) the Commissioner;

(b) the Deputy Commissioner or the District Collector as the case may be, of the district in
whose jurisdiction the accident occurred or such other officer as the State Government may
appoint in this behalf;

(c) the Deputy Commissioner of Police having jurisdiction at the place where the accident
occurred; and

(d) the officer-in-charge of the police station having Jurisdiction at such place.

(5) A detailed report of the Joint Inquiry or the Departmental Inquiry, as the case may be,
containing details of the cause of the accident and all particulars as specified in sub-rule (6) of rule 7
shall be prepared and submitted to the metro railway administration.

(6) The metro railway administration shall, after receiving the report under sub-rule (5), forward a
copy of the report to the Commissioner and Ministry of Railways alongwith his recommendation on
the action to be taken in regard to the staff responsible for the accident and revision if any, to be
made in the rules or in the system of working of metro railway.

11. Annual Return of accidents. - (1) At the end of each financial year, the metro railway
administration shall prepare and forward to the Ministry of Urban Development and the Ministry of
Railways in the Government of India, an annual return of all accidents that have occurred on the metro
railway during that financial year in Form II.

2. Definitions.—(1) In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,—
(a) "Act" means the Metro Railways (Operation and Maintenance) Act, 2002 (60 of 2002);
(b) "Authorised" means authorised by the metro railway administration;
(c) “Passenger" means a person travelling on the metro railway with a valid ticket or pass.

(2) All other words and expressions used in these rules and not defined , but defined in the Act
or the Metro Railways General Rules, 2013 shall have the same meanings as respectively
assigned to them in that Act or rules.

3. Carriage of goods or luggage.—No person shall, while travelling in metro railway, carry with
him any goods other than one baggage containing personal belongings not exceeding 60 centimetre X 45
centimetre X 25 centimetre in size and 15 kilogram in gross weight, except with the prior approval of the
metro railway administration.
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4. Prohibition against carriage of dangerous and offensive material.—(1) No person shall take
or cause to be taken on the metro railway any of the following dangerous materials, namely:-

explosive substances which possess risk of explosion or fire or both;

weapons, arms and ammunitions.

any Chemical, Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and Enhanced Conventional Weapons
which possess risk to passengers or property.

(2) No person shall take or cause to be taken on the metro railway any of the following offensive
materials, namely:-

(a) blood dried or coagulated or decomposed, whether human or animal ;

(b) corpses;

(c) carcasses of dead animals or of dead birds;

(d) bones excluding bleached and cleaned bones;

(e) human skeleton;

(f) parts of human body;

(g) portable radio devices which possess risk to radio communication network and
communication based traffic control signalling network ;

(3) No person shall take or cause to be taken on the metro railway live animals or birds:

Provided that a security person on duty may take along sniffer dog for the purpose of security.

5. Persons who may carry weapons, arms, etc.—Notwithstanding anything contained in these
rules, the members of the Armed Forces of the Union, the State Police, the Para-Military Forces, armed
guards of private security agencies engaged by the metro railway administration, the National Cadet Corps,
and other uniformed forces of the Central Government, State Governments or the Union Territory may,
while travelling on the metro railway in the course of their duty, carry their authorised weapons, arms and
ammunition, subject to the proof of identification being furnished to the metro railway administration.

6. Diseases declared to be infectious and contagious.—No person who is mentally disturbed or is
suffering from any infectious or contagious disease including the following, shall travel in the metro
railway, namely:—
